When	Christ	died,	believers	in	some	
fundamental	sense	died	in	him	and	with	
him.	V6	
When	Christ	rose,	believers	in	some	
fundamental	sense	were	made	alive	in	
him.	V5	
Therefore,	believers	are	commanded	to	
become	in	prac9ce	what	we	are	in	Christ:	
dead	to	sin	and	alive	to	God.	V11
