Big idea: We are to reckon ourselves holy 
in order that we may become holy. 



We died to sin and cannot live in it V1

We were baptized into His name and His 
death V2-3

We were raised with Him so we will “walk 
in newness of life” V4 

If we are united with Him we will be 
glorified with Him V5

We were crucified with Him so that the 
body of sin would be bought to nothing 
and we would no longer be slaves to sin V6 



A changed life shows we have been 
“justified” from sin V7

If we died with Him we will be raised in a 
glorified state V8

We can no more come under sin again 
than He can V9

He died to sin (not just for) and so did we
V10



Ro 6:11 “So you also must consider
yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in 
Christ Jesus.”



2 Cor 5:17-18a 

“Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a 
new creation. The old has passed away; 
behold, the new has come. All this is 
from God, who through Christ reconciled 
us to himself….”

“We know that our old self was crucified 
with him in order that the body of sin 
might be brought to nothing, so that we 
would no longer be enslaved to sin. For 
one who has died has been set free 
(JUSTIFIED) from sin.”



V10 “For the death that He died, He died 
to sin once for all; but the life that He 
lives, He lives to God." 

• He died to the penalty of sin

• He died to the power of sin



V11 “So you also must consider 
yourselves (every single one of you) dead 
to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.”
