Rom 6:11-14

“So you also must consider yourselves dead to 
sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus. Let not sin 
therefore reign in your mortal bodies, to make 
you obey their passions.  Do not present your 
members to sin as instruments for 
unrighteousness, but present yourselves to 
God as those who have been brought from 
death to life, and your members to God as 
instruments for righteousness. For sin will 
have no dominion over you, since you are not 
under law but under grace.”

V12 “Let not sin therefore reign in your 
mortal bodies, to make you obey their 
passions.” 

• Sin reigns over everyone who is not in 
Christ.

• Every Christian has been delivered from 
reigning sin!

Ro.12:1 "Therefore I urge you, brethren, 
by the mercies of God, to present your 
bodies a living and holy sacrifice, 
acceptable to God, which is your spiritual 
service of worship." 

Ps 115:8 “Those who make them become 
like them; so do all who trust in them.”



V13 “Do not present your members to 
sin as instruments for unrighteousness, 
but present yourselves to God as those 
who have been brought from death to 
life, and your members to God as 
instruments for righteousness.”

"Rejoice always; pray without ceasing; in 
everything give thanks; for this is God's 
will for you in Christ Jesus."

V14 “For sin will have no dominion over 
you, since you are not under law but 
under grace.”

This is Greek future tense = all the way to 
the end, sin will have NO dominion over 
you!

This is Greek indicative mood = this state 
is certain and realized
