V1-2 “I, Paul, myself entreat you, by the 
meekness and gentleness of Christ—I 
who am humble when face to face with 
you, but bold toward you when I am 
away! — I beg of you that when I am 
present I may not have to show boldness 
with such confidence as I count on 
showing against some who suspect us of 
walking according to the flesh.” 

 



V3-5 “For though we walk in the flesh, 
we are not waging war according to the 
flesh. For the weapons of our warfare are 
not of the flesh but have divine power to 
destroy strongholds. We destroy 
arguments and every lofty opinion raised 
against the knowledge of God, and take 
every thought captive to obey Christ,” 

 



2 Cor 6:6-7 “by purity (actions), 
knowledge (discipline), patience, 
kindness (HS fruits), the Holy Spirit, 
genuine love; by truthful speech (lit the 
word of truth), and the power of God; 
with the weapons of righteousness for 
the right hand and for the left”  

 



Eph 6:14-18 “Stand therefore, having 
fastened on the belt of truth, and having 
put on the breastplate of righteousness, 
and, as shoes for your feet, having put on 
the readiness given by the gospel of peace.  
In all circumstances take up the shield of 
faith, with which you can extinguish all the 
flaming darts of the evil one; and take the 
helmet of salvation, and the sword of the 
Spirit, which is the word of God, praying at 
all times in the Spirit, with all prayer and 
supplication” 

 



So to summarize the text today: Spiritual 
warfare is going to battle against the 
false ideas of the world that exalt 
themselves against the knowledge of 
God and keep the lost captive. We do so 
by using The Word of Truth.
